Before you leave

Be sure your arrival plans are set up. Who will meet you when and where? How will you contact the people you will be
meeting? Be sure you know which stop in Ensenada to get off the bus. Be sure you board the bus in Tijuana no later than 8
pm. The route stops running after that time.

Bring your passport (see current regulations at state.gov).
Money: Bring all the cash you're plaeesngWeodspendr
money in San Ysidro. There are too many scam places. Wait until Ensenada to get a better rate.

Cargo: Do not attempt to carry any type of weapon into Mexico. Tools and small pocket knives are OK. There are many
laws that govern the import of anything valuable. If you plan to carry lots of cash or anything obviously very valuable,
please work with us ahead of time.

Visa: If you are staying more than two weeks in Ensenada, you should obtain a tourist visa upon entry. This costs about $20
per person. See the directions as you cross the border for instructions on when and how to do this.

Safety: Tijuana is a city with a huge crime problem. You will take a very short walk through an area frequented by tourists.
It is a safe area, but be alert and do not try to make friends in Tijuana, especially if you are alone. Scam artists are very
common in the border plaza area.

Phones: If you need to call any U.S. number (including our cell phones) from within Mexico on your cell phone you will
have to dial 001 before the area code and number. If your cell phone coverage is not available and you need to call us, you
need to buy a phone card (LADATEL) from almost any corner store ($3 USD is usually the cheapest), put it in a public
phone, and dial one of our Mexico numbers. From outside Ensenada, dial 01-646-178-8120. From the outskirts of Ensenada
you might need to dial 646-178-8120. From within Ensenada, just dial 178-8120. It generally works the same on your cell
phone if you need to call our local line. [Please see cchcmexico.com/contact for a complete list of our current phone
numbers.]

From the San Dego Airport (Lindbergh Field) From the San DiegoTrain Station (Santa Fe Depot)

Take bus 992 (Flyer Route). This fare is approx. The trolley station adjoins the train station. Find the ticket machine

Get off at the San Ysidro station and walk toward the large beige
concrete building to the sout
either straight ahead or slightly to the left just past the station).
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Go into the beige structure, which is a pedestrian bridge across the
freeway. When you get to the other side, exit the structure and walk
around to the south toward large turnstiles to enter Mexico. If you
need a tourist visa (FMT) the immigration booth is just inside the
turnstiles. You do not need the FMT for trips less than two weeks.

Continue walking straight through the pedestrian plaza. Continue
straight past the Informacion Turistica booth.

Go through the second set of metal turnstiles staright ahead.

As you approach the taxi area, turn right and stay on the sidewalk.
Do not get in a taxi — no matter what they tell you, you absolutely do
NOT need a taxi.

Immediately you will see the bus station.

Go in the ABC Ensenada door. Buy a one-way (sencillo) ticket to

Ensenada. They leave every 30 minutes. Your ticket will have an

| LRACED | assigned seat number. If you are getting off at the San Miguel toll
L booth, tell the driver “San Miguel” when you board. You cannot

board luggage (carry-on only) if you are getting off at San Miguel.
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After at least 90 minutes you will approach Ensenada. The first stop
you might need is the San Miguel toll booth. This is an informal stop
S0 you need to be ready to get off the bus immediately. Remind the
driver that you're getting off here.

From the toll booth you can either call your contact, get a taxi, or

walk to the Bible College. It is a long walk. Be sure to bring along
driving directions to the Bible College since they are not included
here.

If you are going to the church (or you were told to go to downtown),
continue on the bus.

There are two main stops in downtown Ensenada: one is in front of a
Sorianas t o r e get ot et thdt dne.

The other is at Once (11t h)
bus will actually park at a real bus station. Get out here.

When you exit the main doors of the terminal, turn right along
Riveroll. You are 3 blocks from church.

You'll pass through one ALTO
intersection (no light or stop) is the one pictured here. This is where
the church is.

If not, call or do whatever you
were instructed to do by your trip coordinator.

If you get lost in downtown Ensenada, you are looking for the
intersection of Riveroll and Octava (8").

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Landmarks:
Green star = CC Horizonte at Riveroll and Octava (8") Streets.

Red G = Gigante (Soriana), the nearest grocery store.
Mexican Flag = Definitely the most noticeable landmark in downtown, the huge flag is located at the base of Alvarado St. at

the harbor. [If the flag is not flying, the tallest building in Ensenada is the Villa Marina Hotel, a few blocks away from the
flag and noted on the map as well.

Both routes into and out of downtown Ensenada are shown here. The Transporte de Carga is marked as 1. The Zona de
Turista route is marked 1-D.
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
